Mr. Anthony Gomes, Assistant Professor of French and Francophone Studies, Shenoi 

Goembab School of Languages and Literature, received a scholarship for an International 

Teachers’ Training program at the Alliance Française de Paris Île-de-France (AFPIF) Paris 

in France. The scholarship was offered by la Commission des bourses de l’Ambassade de 

France (The scholarship commission of the French Embassy) through L’Institut Français en 

Inde (French Institute in India) from 27
th

 March 2023 to 06
th

 April 2023. The scholarship 

covered the training costs, accommodation, travel tickets and visa fee. Mr. Gomes also 

received a monetary allowance during the training period. 

 

The authors of multiple French Language teaching manuals such as Cosmopolite, Inspire, 

Totem, Entre Nous, etc. conducted the training. The trainers focused on different dimensions 

of French language teaching-learning, including language proficiency, teaching pedagogy, 

digital and communication technology, and literary studies in university classrooms through a 

student-centric approach. The training was conducted over 50 hours. This included 4 modules 

of 6 hours each, 18 hours of class observations, 6 hours of discussion about the class 

observation, and 2 hours of presentation of digital resources.
