11. Description of the
Program/activity/event

The Marathi Discipline of Shenoi Goembab
School of Languages and Literature, Goa
University, in association with Sharada
Vidyarthi Mandal, celebrated World Folklore
Day on 22nd August 2025 at the Seminar Hall,
Faculty Block B. The programme commenced
with a welcome address by Dr. Vinay
Madgaonkar, followed by an introduction by
Mr. Jayesh Gaonkar. Dean Prof. Anuradha
Wagle presided over the function as
Chairperson. The highlight of the event was a
guest lecture by Shri Sanjay Gaonkar on
“Kankon Talukyatil Adivasi Lokasahitya.” The
formal session concluded with a vote of thanks
proposed by Ms. Khushi Kandolkar.

After the formal programme, cultural
performances were held, including the
traditional Fugdi dance and folk songs such as
Musal, Dhalo, Goff, and Lagn Geet. A
traditional food festival showcasing Goa’s rich
culinary heritage was also organized, adding
flavour to the celebration.

The event successfully bridged academic
learning with lived traditions, enriching
students’ research perspectives and fostering

the preservation of Goa’s intangible cultural
heritage.
