Event

As part of Rural Camp 2025 outreach activities, students
performed a street theatre presentation highlighting the harmful
effects of alcohol misuse and its far-reaching social
consequences. The performance effectively portrayed real-life
scenarios demonstrating how alcohol dependency impacts
individuals, families, and communities, while simultaneously
conveying preventive strategies and healthier lifestyle
alternatives.

The dynamic and expressive performance style captured
audience attention and fostered strong engagement. Students
from higher secondary classes, school pupils, and faculty

members observed the presentation and expressed appreciation




through enthusiastic applause and interaction. The theatre format
allowed complex social issues to be communicated in a relatable,
accessible, and emotionally impactful manner.

Following the performance, participants collectively raised
awareness slogans promoting anti-alcohol messages, reinforcing
the learning experience and strengthening community
engagement. The session concluded with group photographs,
symbolizing shared commitment to promoting healthier and safer

lifestyles.
