11. Description of the Event The students observed that the Village Panchayat plays 

an important role in the overall development of the 

village through planning and implementation of 

welfare and infrastructure activities. The Panchayat 

office maintains records related to birth and death 

registration, tax collection, sanitation, village 

development works, and public grievance redressal. 

The Panchayat representatives explained how 

development proposals are discussed in Panchayat 

meetings and how funds are utilized through 

government schemes. Students also gained 

understanding about the coordination between 

Panchayat members and government departments for 

effective service delivery. 

The observational visit to Village Panchayat Marcaim 

was informative and beneficial for MSW students. It 

helped them understand grassroots governance, 

leadership roles, and the importance of local self-

government in addressing community needs. The visit 

enhanced students’ practical knowledge of rural 

administration and community development.
