11. Description of the 

Program/activity/event 

The Annual Sharadotsav (वार्षिक शारदोत्सव) – 2025 

was organized by the Marathi Discipline of 

the Shenoi Goembab School of Languages 

and Literature, Goa University, in 

collaboration with the students’ forum 

Sharada Vidyarthi Mandal. The programme 

was held on 1 October 2025 in the corridor of 

SGSLL, Goa University. The event was 

initially scheduled to be held on 30 September 

2025, however due to unavoidable 

circumstances it was conducted on 1 October 

2025. 

The celebration commenced at 10:30 a.m. 

with a traditional Dindi procession followed 

by the installation of the idol of Goddess 

Sharada, creating a devotional and festive 

atmosphere. Students enthusiastically 

participated in the procession with devotional 

singing and traditional expressions of faith. 

From 11:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m., cultural 

competitions were organized for university 

students.
