Cell (RDRM)

The Research in the University is funded through two sources. The
University receives funds for Post-Graduate and Doctoral instructions
from the Ministry of Education, Government of Goa. The second major
source of funding comes from the Research Projects and consultations.

Research and Development Projects and Consultancies are handled
by the faculty members of Goa University. These projects are funded by
various organisations such as Council of Scientific and Industrial
Research (CSI R), Department of Science &Technology (DST), University
Grants Commission (UGC), Ministry of Earth Sciences (MES), Indian
National Centre for Ocean Information Services (INCOIS) Hyderabad,
Atomic Energy Regulatory Board (AERB), Department of Biotechnology
(DBT), All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE), Department of
Science, Technology & Environment, Goa (GSCST), Ministry of
Environment and Forests (MEF), CIBA, South Asian Network for
Development and Environmental Economics (SANDEE), ISRO, Naval
Research Board, DPSE etc. In addition, Science Departments of the
University receive research grants under Special Assistance Programme
(SAP) of UGC and Funds for Infrastructure in Science and Technology
(FIST) of DST. OSTC (Ocean Science and Technology Cell) attached to
the Department of Microbiology receives a special grant from MES
(Ministry of Earth Science) for its research activities every year.

In the year 2008-09, 18 projects were sanctioned to the Departments
of Chemistry, Physics, Botany, Microbiology, Marine Science,
Biotechnology, Geology, Zoology, CWS, Political Science, History and
Hindi. The total grants received from various funding agencies during
this year amounted to Rs. 361.69 lakhs.

(il)Remote Sensing Laboratory (RSL)

Remote Sensing Laboratory has been established with financial
assistance from Indian Space Research Organization (ISRO). The
facilities of the laboratory include hardware consisiting five desktop
and software necessary for image processing. Image processing
package such as ERDAS IMAGINE has been procured. In addition, all
the instruments necessary for developing algorithms have also been
procured. An Interdisciplinary course has been introduced across the
different faculties where remote sensing technique has the application.
The Laboratory provides hands-on training to students who opt for
interdisciplinary course in remote sensing and research and thus cater
the country's need for trained manpower in this field. At present there
are ongoing projects funded by different agencies like Naval Research
Board (NRB), Space Applications Centre (ISR0), Space Physics
Laboratory (VSSC, ISRO) and Indian National Centre for Ocean
Information Service of Ministry of Earth Sciences, Delhi. All these
projects are carried out by the Department of Marine Sciences.
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(iii) Ocean & Atmospheric Science and Technology Cell
(OASTC)

Ministry of Earth Sciences (MoES) supports basic and applied research
in Ocean and Atmospheric Science and Technology in Universities
through establishment of nine subject specific Ocean and Atmospheric
Science and Technology Cell (OASTCs), which cater to ocean related
research. Goa University has set up one such OASTC cell in Marine
Microbiology and Centre of Excellence to pursue mission mode projects
in the area of Marine Microbiology.

The objectives of the cell are to strengthen academic and scientific
work in the area of Ocean Sciences and to recommend research projects
and monitor their progress. The cell functions under the guidance of
the Management Board constituted by MoES with Vice Chancellor, Goa
University as the Chairperson and Research Coordinator, OASTC as a
Member Secretary. The MB meets in the year to discuss, guide and
direct the activities of the Cell.

1. Brain Storming Session sponsored
by MoES was held on August 1 & 2, 2009 at International Centre.
Participants were experts from various Culture Collection Centers,
academicians, scientists. The members deliberated upon setting up of
marine Microbial culture collection centre at Goa University. The report
of the same was submitted to Ministry of Earth Sciences.

GENERAL ADMINISTRATION

General Information

The Works Division of the University has undertaken construction of infrastructural
facilities at the University campus. Construction of the Jubilee Hall has been completed.
The new Boys' Hostel,a project of GSIDC, has been completed and commissioned.

The following major Works are currently under progress:
1. Construction of Women's Hostel

2. Hostel for Academic Staff College.
3. Compound wall (Calapur Village).

The following major works are expected to commence shortly:

iii) Auditorium

iv) Compound wall (Bambolim Village).

The Works Division has also undertaken painting, water proofing and regular maintenance
works for various buildings at the University campus. Parking areas with pavers and
inter-connecting tiled footpaths have been provided.

Construction of new Life Sciences block, being executed by GSIDC, is in progress.

Computerisation and IT Infrastructure

During the year the Computer Centre processed all examination results as well as the
payroll of the University in a time bound manner. New systems were designed and
implemented for the Examination section. The Computer Center developed and
implemented the Central Inventory System for Purchase Section and Leave Record
Management System for General Administration of the University.

The Computer Centre has also undertaken suitable modification and upgradation of the
existing software on regular basis. Students, teachers and the general administration
were also extended the various IT related services.

The Centre has managed efficiently the entire campus network as well as the Internet
services on wired and wireless network. The switches were upgraded at many places
and the Network was extended on the campus. The Internet bandwidth was upgraded
to 20 Mbps due to which the browsing speed has improved substantially.

Conduct of Examinations

The University conducted examinations in 27 Bachelor's Degree programmes, 63 Master
Degree programmes and 11 Post Graduate Diploma programmes during the year 2009-
2010.

Library
The Goa University Library and the Information Centre was established in the year 1985
as part of the then Post Graduate Centre of Bombay University (CPIR). This Library, now
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in the 25t" year, has developed into a huge library with modern facilities. The library has
a collection of 131276 books and 8650 volumes of bound journals. The library sub-
scribes to 458 periodicals of out of which 152 are foreign journals.

The library is automated for its routine works and the entire collection is bar-coded. The
library also offers access to general reference materials like the Encyclopaedia Britannica
and the Encyclopaedia of Science and Technology, The world Book Encyclopaedia, The
Oxford English Dictionary and the Manorama Year book. The library also holds in its
digital collection the INFLIBNET's COPSAT database, through which the abstracts of
Science and Technology journals can be searched.

The main task of this Directorate is to look after the two main associations
of the students — (1) Goa University Students' Council, which is the representative body of the
students from the various colleges affiliated to Goa University and the Post Graduate students,
and (2) Post Graduate Students' Union which is the representative body of the Post Graduate

students of Goa University.
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The Directorate of Students' Welfare and Cultural Affairs organises Inter-Collegiate and
Inter University youth Festivals, Workshops, Competitions, Seminars etc. in the field of
Arts, Dance, Music, Theatre, Literature, Social Services etc. The students are also
trained to take active part in the various activities organised by the Government and the
Semi - Government institutions.

The Directorate also offers the following schemes for the Post Graduate Students of
Goa University.

Earn While you Learn: During 2009-10, twelve students took the benefit of this
scheme.

Students' Aid Fund: During 2009-10, 85 students were given financial assistance
to meet their expenditure on tuition fee.

Students' Safety Insurance Scheme:

Under ther scheme all Post Graduate students of Goa University as well as students of
various colleges affiliated to Goa University were covered so to avail the Insurance benefits
at the time of calamities such as accident, loss of part of the body, death etc.

Plateau nice:

This is an annual event organised by the Post Graduate students at the University
campus. It is an Inter Faculty Youth Festival wherein all students get an opportunity to
meet on a common platform in pursuit of their interests in music, art, dance, stage
performance, etc.

U. G. C. Academic Staff College

The Academic Staff Orientation Scheme is an outcome of NPE (1986). The NPE, in its
programme of action, makes a pointed reference to the crucial link between teacher
motivation and quality of education. Since teachers occupy a key position in the education
system, the quality, competence and character of teachers are of utmost importance.
They influence the standard of education and thus contribute to national development.
The UGC-ASC was established with the objective of acting as an agency to bring about
changes and development in education. It is meant to involve itself in the improvement in
the Management of Higher Education, and to bring about a closer linkage between
society and Higher Education through meaningful study and research.

The UGC-ASC at Goa University has been conducting Orientation Courses since its
establishment in February 1988. In addition to Orientation and Refresher Courses, the
UGC-ASC has been regularly organizing Seminars/Conferences and other academic
activities.

In keeping with the recent advances in information Technology, the UGC has given a
major thrust to IT and its applications. A Computer Lab has been set up with special
grants from the UGC. Participants are given basic training along with hands-on experi-
ence with Computers. They are also helped in exploiting the informative resources on
Internet and in the use of other technologies. Refresher Course participants are trained
to use software packages pertaining to their particular discipline.

Till date the UGC-ASC at Goa University has completed 81 Orientation Programmes and
162 Refresher Courses covering 2808 and 4722 participants respectively. During the
year 2009-10 the UGC-ASC conducted 4 Orientation Programmes and 2 Refresher
Courses in Hindi and Economics.
