Goa University has completed seventeen years since its establishment on 1 June, 19
an affiliating-cum-teaching University with post graduate teaching and research carried ou
University Campus.

232 Highlights of the Research Activities:
The one-dimensional extended Bose-Hubbard model using finite size density matrix renormalization group has
been studied. A complete phase diagram for density p = 1 has been obtained. This diagram consists of three
phases, superfluid, and Mott insulator and mass density wave. These calculations demonstrate two continuous
phase transitions from Mott insulator to superfluid and to mass density wave phase for anharmonic values of
onsite interaction U and nearest neighbour interaction V. For higher values of U and V, the continuous
transitions are replaced by a direct first order transition from Mott insulator to mass density wave.

Under the International Collaborative Research Programme of Department of Science and Technology,
Govt., India, New Delhi with Japan Synchrotron Radiation Research Institute, Hyogo EXAFS investigations on
industrially important automobile catalysts, Pt / Ce02 have been carried out at Spring-8 Synchrotron Radiation
Facility, Japan. X-ray Pt Li;; -edge EXAFS spectra have been recorded at room temperature with a Si (111)
double-crystal spectrometer at BLO1B1 beamline and analysed in 1%, 2% and 4% Pt / Ce02 catalysts. EXAFS
analysis conclusively showed that Pt?* ion substitutes the Ce*" ion in the surface layers, Ce02 substrate resulting
in Pt**-0-Ce*" type linkages and formation of Cel..Pt,02.8 type solid solution. The high catalytic activity of
these samples has been attributed to Pt?**-0-Ce** interaction. Scientists from Indian Institute of Science,
Bangalore, Institute of Scientific and Industrial Research, Osaka University, Japan and Surface Science
Laboratory, Okayama University, Okayama, Japan participated in this work.

X-ray Photoelectron Spectroscopic Studies on MnSelTex (x = 0, 0.3, 0.4, 0.5, 0.7 and 1) have 'been
carried out at Indian Institute of Science, Bangalore. In particular, XPS spectra, Mn 2p level have been recorded
on an ESCA Mark Il spectrometer, VG Scientific Ltd, England. The spectra show, in addition to the spin-orbit
splitting, the Mn 2p level, well-defined satellite structure on the higher energy side of the main peak. Detailed
analysis of these spectra indicates that the Mn (3d)-Chalcogen(p) hybridization and the charge transfer energy
decreases with increasing Te content. This explains the decrease in the energy band gap in these magnetic
semiconductors with increasing Te content.

2.6 (ix) DISTANCE EDUCATION USING INTERACTIVE TELEVISION FOR INSTRUCTION
(DEITI)

Under the Directorate of Distance Education of the University took a hold initiative to set up the DEITI with the
support of Distance EducationCouncil (Govt of India) and ISRO. Being a first experiment of its kind in the
country, Goa will be the first state to use the facility for the purpose of Distance Education, there by enhancing
quality of Education andreaching out to the remotest corner of the state with all kind of higher education
facilities and expertise. The University also has plans to make use of the facility for community development
programme.

During the year 2001-2002, basic infrastructure for DEITI has been set up, including 25 Direct Reception
Centres (DRS) at different Higher Secondary Schools and Colleges, covering all Il talukas of Goa. The
infrastructure at Goa University includes state of the art Audio and videos production studio with two high
speed CCD Cameras, basic digital videos and audio editing equipment, medium-power extended c-band
satellite transmitter far broadcast and audio loopback equipment far live interactive broadcast.

PART 3: GENERAL ADMINISTRATION

3.1 GENERAL INFORMATION: The University could not take up much construction activity during year
in view of the paucity of funds. In fact, all that the University could add to its asset was one building for
Computer Lab Building Phase-1 with the MPLAD Scheme. The University is awaiting sanction for the 2n1
phase. This building after the completion of which, same will be made functional. As reported earlier, even
though planning/designing of the following buildings has been completed and University has not been able to
take up the work as it is awaiting financial approval from concerned Authorities.

I) Construction, Building for Life Science Faculty. 2) Construction of Indoor Stadium.

3.2 COMPUTERISATION OF UNIVERSITY ADMINISTRATIVE FUNCTIONS: The University
has received a special grant from UGC for upgradation of Computer Centre and also for computerising,
administrative functions and improving the campus network. In the first phase, an Internet Centre has been set
up in the campus with 64 kbps leased line exclusively for students, faculties & staff of the University. There are
15 nodes available at-the centre which is extensively used by the Users.
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An action plan has also been prepared and approved for upgrading, Computer Centre as well as the
administration by providing more Computers to various Administrative sections and improving the ca
network by extending the fiber optic backbone to administrative building, Library and the new Examil
building. This will facilitate better and more efficient administration in the University in future.

3.3 CONDUCT OF EXAMINATION: The University has conducted 75 Undergraduate and Post Gra
Examinations in various faculties during the first and second half of 2001-2002. Altogether 6943 stt
appeared for the Examinations and out of these, 6240 were declared successful.

The University awarded 20 Ph. D. degrees in different subjects during the academic year 2001-2002.

3.4 GOA UNIVERSITY LIBRARY: Goa University Library and Information Resource Centre, is
16" year. A Library conceived in the year 1965 as a part of P.G. Centre, Bombay University then called
with its modest collection has now grown into a well developed University Library. Presently its collect'
books has reached to a total of 94916 with the addition of 4305 books for the year 2001-2002. The Libra,
been designated as an U. N. Depository centre and it is receiving documents and United Nation's public
since 1996. The Goa University Library subscribes to 152 foreign journals and 197 Indian journals apart
the journals received on gratis. The other activities of the library are as follows:

(1) An ICSSR sponsored programme on Internet for Social Sciences was conducted for Social Scientists d
April 2001. (2) A Training Workshop on Library Automation for Higher Secondary School Librarian'
conducted during September 2001. (3)The Third Refresher course in Library Science was organised b)
University Library in collaboration with the UGC Academic Staff College of Goa University from 25!
2001 to 14™ August 2001. (4) An INFLIBNET sponsored training programme on Software for Univ
Libraries (SOUL) Library Automation Software was conducted for college libraries during April 2002.

Universal Digital Library Project: Goa University Library in Collaboration with Indian Institute of Sci
Bangalore and Carnegie Mellon University, Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania (USA) has taken up the University E
Library project. With this collaborative effort, Goa University Library will be able to digitize its rare an
collection and host the contents on the library website. Further, it is also proposed to digitize all thr
documents available in different organization and private houses in Goa and build up a consolidated d
collection on Goan history and culture.

Alongwith the above objectives, Goa University Library will be digitizing all the rare materials supplied t
UDI. Project principals and become a partner in their "Indo-U.S. Million Books Digital Library Project."
