g) Development of  newer protocols for electroless plating baths.
h) Designed improved synthetic strategies to obtain nanosize titania.

The department is funded by the UGC under the Special Assistance Program (SAP) since 2002 and
also funded by Department of Science & Technology (DST), New Delhi, under infrastructure program
FIST since 2003, with a combined total grant of about 70 lakhs for a period of 5 years. The grants have
been utilized to procure X-Ray Diffractometer, UV-VIS and FTIR spectrophotometers and to develop a
Computational Chemistry Lab.

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Highlights of major thrust areas of research and achievements
The department has been actively pursuing research in the following thrust areas:

1. Understanding the lithological composition and thermal structure of the deep crust beneath peninsular
India. During the period under review the secular variations in the thermal structure of the western
Dharwar craton and its distinction from the adjoining cratons of the  peninsular India during the Proterzoic
has been fairly well established.

2. Coastal ground water pollution and management, rainwater pollution and management, rainwater
harvesting, drinking water problems in mining areas.  In this regard the department has provided technical
know-how in management of ground water, establishing techno-demonstration rainwater harvesting and
groundwater recharge structures on the campus.

3. Petrology, diagenesis and palaeonvironmental studies of the Proterozoic and Jurassic sedimentary
sequences of Kaladgi and Kachchh Basins. Research in this field has brought to light the similarities
and the variability in sedimentological history of these two spatially proximal and temporally distinctive
basins.

4. Orogency and Neotectonism in Sediment, drainage and landforms- Sivok-Rangpo Transect in the
Himalayas.  This work could broadly outline the geological architecture along this Himalayan corridor.

5. Studies on lateritic profiles from parts of Goa. The study has led to better understanding of the
hydraulic characters as unconfirmed aquifers.  With further geohydrological inputs from more areas the
department proposes to devise a statistical tool that could be of use in the exploration and exploitation
of groundwater resources of the state.

Achievements
Pseudomonas has been identified as one of the promising agarolytic strains on the basis of 16s rDNA
sequencing. The agarase enzyme from Microbulbiter strain CMC-5 has been purified and biochemical
characterization of purified enzymes has been achieved. Applications of agarase enzyme have been
studied.

Studies on biomolecules from Ulva fasciata have indicated that it could be used as a potential nutraceutical
source in food industry. Microbial communities associated with Ulva fasciata thalli have been isolated
and studied and the possible role of seaweed lectin in algal-microbial association has been looked into.

Success has been achieved in application of marine microorganisms in cleaning / destruction of tar
balls. The mixed marine microbial cultures were employed to clean up tar balls in the circulatory marine
microcosms under simulated conditions created in the laboratory.

Investigations on bacterial alkaline proteases have been continued. Partial purification of xylanases from
A. niger has been achieved. Commercially useful lipases and proteases have been purified from
Thraustochytrid protists. Studies are ongoing on antimicrobial peptide activity from/on marine organisms.

Production of bioactive compounds by hypersaline bacteria and actinomycetes has been studied.
Applications of hypersaline and marine sulphate reducing bacteria in bioremediation of heavy metals
from marine salterns are also being studied. A comparative analysis of the stability of iodine in refined
and natural salts and studies on bacteria producing IAA from marine biofilms have been carried out.

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2.7 INNOVATIVE PROGRAMMES

(i) Research & Development and Resources Mobilisation Cell (RDRM)
At Goa University research is funded through two sources. Ministry of Education, Government of Goa
and Research Projects and Consultancies.

The State Government funds post graduate and doctorate instructions at the University. Research and
Development Projects and consultancies handled by faculty members are funded by various organizations
such as Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR), Department of Science & Technology
(DST), University Grants Commission (UGC), Ministry of Earth Sciences (MES), Indian National Centre
for Ocean Information Services (INCOIS) Hyderabad, Atomic Energy Regulatory Board (AERB),
Department of Biotechnology (DBT), All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE), Department of
Science, Technology & Environment, Goa (GSCST), Ministry of Environment and Forests (MEF), CIBA,
South Asian Network for Development and Environmental Economics (SANDEE), ISRO, Naval Research
Board, DPSE etc. In addition, Science Departments of the University receive research grants under
Special Assistance Programme (SAP) of UGC and Funds for Infrastructure in Science and Technology
(FIST) of DST. OSTC (Ocean Science and Technology Cell) attached to the Department of Microbiology
receives a special grant from MES (Ministry of Earth Science) for its research activities every year.

In the year 2007-08, 26 projects were sanctioned to the Departments of Chemistry, Physics, Botany,
Microbiology, Marine Science, Biotechnology, Geology, Zoology, CWS, Political Science, History and
Hindi. The total grants received from various funding agencies during this year amounted to Rs. 21,57,8,057.

(ii) Remote Sensing Laboratory (RSL)
Remote Sensing Laboratory has been established with financial assistance from Indian Space Research
Organization (ISRO). The facilities of the laboratory include hardware consisting of server and four nodes
and software necessary for image processing. Image processing package such as ERDAS IMAGINE
has been procured. An interdisciplinary course has been introduced across the different faculties where
remote sensing technique has application. This Laboratory provides hands-on training to students who
opt for interdisciplinary course on remote sensing and research and thus cater to the country’s need for
trained manpower in this field. At present there are ongoing projects worth Rs. 2 crore funded by different
agencies like Naval Research Board, Space Applications Centre, ISRO, Space Physics Laboratory of
VSSC, ISRO and Indian National Centre for Ocean Information Service of Ministry of Earth Science,
Delhi. All these projects are carried out by the Department of Marine Sciences.

(iii) Ocean & Atmospheric Science and Technology Cell (OASTC)
The Ministry of Earth Sciences (MoES) supports basic and applied research in Ocean and Atmospheric
Science and Technology in Universities through establishment of Ocean and Atmospheric Science and
Technology Cell (OASTCs).  This includes establishment of local specific OASTCs catering to the entire
spectrum of ocean related research and setting up of Centre of Excellence in a particular field of Ocean
Science or Atmospheric Science and Technology to pursue more projects.

Nine local specific OASTCs have been set up in different institutions of the country that take up projects
submitted by Universities, national laboratories and Indian Institutes of Technology, etc.  Goa University
has been identified to set up one such local specific OASTC covering approximate 200 kms. around
Goa.

The objectives of the cell are to strengthen academic and scientific work in the area of Ocean Sciences
and to recommend and monitor the progress of research projects received from different universities,
institutions around the western region of the country in the area of Ocean Sciences. The cell functions
under the guidance of the Management Board constituted by Ministry of Earth Sciences with Vice
Chancellor, Goa University as the Chairperson and Research Coordinator, OASTC, as Member Secretary.
The MB meets atleast thrice a year to discuss, guide and direct the activities of the cell. During the
period June 2007-May 2008 three meetings were held.

Centre of Excellence in Marine Microbiology
Goa University has established a Centre of Excellence (CoE) in Marine Microbiology supported by the
Ministry of Earth Sciences.

The objective of the Centre is to strengthen academic and scientific work in the area of Marine Microbiology
supporting projects in this area through funding from the Ministry of Earth Sciences and functions under
the guidance of the Management Board constituted by Ministry of Earth Sciences with Vice Chancellor,
Goa University as the Chairperson.

(iv) Distance Education, Information & Training Infrastructure (DEITI)
During 2007- 08, the DEITI was fully engaged in producing educational programmes on various subjects
which were telecast through its dedicated satellite link to its 22 DRS centres located in selected colleges
and higher secondary schools of the state of Goa.

The expertise and the infrastructure of DEITI were successfully used to conduct a workshop on Basic
Videography.

Satellite downlink facility of DEITI was used by doctors’ association for national level teleconferencing
which was attended by many reputed doctors in the state. The DEITI has produced musical audio CDs
for one of its affiliated colleges. DEITI conducted several workshops for the participants of Academic
Staff College to develop e-learning contents. It also conducted training on camera handling, video editing
for the students of Mass Communication from the affiliated colleges.  DEITI studio facilities were extended
on hire to various private parties for production of documentary, panel discussion, dance, music shows,
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TV serials etc. Various  programmes/events on or off the campus like Seminars, Workshops, Convocation,
Science Open Day, Foundation Day etc. were recorded by DEITI.

(v) Study India Programme
The Study India Programme, in the fifth year of its inception, enrolled eleven students, the maximum
number so far, from College of International Relations, Nihon University, Mishima, Japan. The five month
exchange programme provided extensive exposure to the students in English Communication, Indian
Philosophy, Culture, History, Society, Polity, Economy and Management. The students  also received
inputs through brief sessions at Goa College of Music, Goa College of Art and College of Home Science.
They were taken for a study cum cultural tour to Mumbai, Delhi, Agra, Bangalore and Mysore. The SIP
also jointly hosted the Conference on ‘India - Japan : Enduring Encounters’ in collaboration with College
of International Relations, Nihon University. During the conference, papers were presented by experts/
faculty from both Goa University and Nihon University. The SIP also conducted a special semester
programme for students from University of North Dakota in association with Department of Philosophy
and Department of Sociology.

(vi) National Service Scheme

National Service Scheme (NSS) of Goa University has 26 affiliated colleges including two newly added
colleges - Don Bosco College, Panaji and VMRF College of Nursing, Margao, with a total volunteer
strength of over 8000. Mr. Teotone Vaz, is the Programme Coordinator for NSS.

Regular activities conducted on the campus and in the community/adopted villages included orientation
to the freshers, tree plantation, campus maintenance, development of playgrounds, laying of gardens,
watersheds, rain water harvesting, awareness programmes on drug abuse, HIV-AIDS, mental health etc

Community/Adopted village projects included eradication of illiteracy, wasteland development, programmes
on health, nutrition, hygiene, sanitation, mother and child care, family life education, campaign against
social evils, adult education, environment protection, segregation of garbage, vermicomposting, work in
hospitals, orphanages, aged homes, blood donation camps, etc.

18 colleges conducted blood donation camps and 1184 units of blood were donated, contributing to
12% of Goa’s blood requirement.

NSS plays a main role in organizing and celebrating  Independence Day, NSS, World Population Day,
AIDS Awareness, Sadhbhavana, Gandhi Jayanti, Goa Liberation Day, Republic Days, etc.

Volunteers from St. Xavier’s College participated in pre-RD Camp, from which one girl volunteer was
selected for the RD Parade in New Delhi. A joint contingent of 6 volunteers from C.E.S. College and
Govt. College, Quepem, represented Goa University for the National Integration Camp held at Mangalore,
with Nityanand Naik,  PO from CES College, as Contingent Leader.

Special Camps, a crown activity of NSS, forms an integral part of the Scheme. It is full of new experiences
for the volunteers and provides unique opportunities to the students for group living, collective experience
sharing and constant interaction with community.

The N.S.S. of Goa University has more than 8000 volunteers this year.

General Information
The University has taken up construction activity for various works at the campus. The major projects undertaken
and completed are as follows:-

1. Phase II of new examination building.

2. Construction of Boys Hostel.

Painting, waterproofing and maintenance works etc. for various buildings have also been taken up.

Computerisation and IT Infrastructure on the campus
A central inventory system application has been developed and implemented in the Purchase Section to record
and monitor the purchases of various items and their placement in the University. The Computer Centre has
replaced the old and outdated Line Matrix Printer by a new and improved one which has improved the printing
speed and quality.

During the year, the University Internet users have increased remarkably, especially on the wireless network.
The network has also been extended to locations. The UGC has sanctioned upgradation of the existing bandwidth
of 512 kbps on VSAT to 2 Mb on fibre optic leased line which will be implemented shortly. With this the
University Internet surfing will improve and facilitate the students and the teaching community.

Conduct of Examinations
The University conducted examinations in 28 Bachelor’s degree programmes, 38 Master degree programmes
and 4 Post Graduate diploma programmes during the year 2007-2008. Altogether 6048 students appeared for
these examinations out of which 5443 passed.

The University awarded 28 Ph. D. Degrees in different subjects during the academic year 2007-08.

Library
Goa University Library and Information Resource Centre of Goa University is in the 22nd year. A library conceived
in the year 1965 as a part of the Post Graduate Centre of Bombay University, then called CPIR, with its modest
collection, has grown into a well developed Goa University Library of today over the years. Presently its
collection has reached a total of 122609 with the addition of 3577 books during the year 2007-2008. The library
has been designated as an U.N. Depository Center and it is receiving documents and United Nation’s publications
since 1996. The Goa University library subscribes to 152 foreign journals and 197 Indian journals apart from the
journals received on gratis. The other activities of the library are as follows:

The Library also offers access to general reference materials like the Encyclopedia Britannica and the
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Encyclopedia of Science and Technology, The World Book Encyclopedia, The Oxford English Dictionary and
the Manorama Yearbook.

The Public
Relations office arranged press releases and compiled reports appearing in various local dailies on activities of
the University and its affiliated colleges.

The Public Relations section has also established a Statistical Cell as per the directives of the University
Grants Commission.

U. G. C. Academic Staff College
The Academic Staff Orientation Scheme is an outcome of National Policy Education (NPE) (1986).

The UGC-ASC came into being with an overall objective of acting as an agency to bring about changes and
development in education. It is meant to involve itself in the improvement in the management of Higher Education,
and to bring about a closer linkage between the society and Higher Education through meaningful study and
research.

The UGC-ASC at Goa University came into existence in February 1988. It has been conducting Orientation
Courses since its inception. In addition to Orientation and Refresher Courses, the UGC-ASC has been organizing
Seminars/Conferences and other academic activities regularly.

In keeping with the recent advances in Information Technology, the UGC has given a major thrust to IT and its
applications. A computer lab has been set up with special grants from the UGC. Participants are given basic
training along with hands-on experience with computers. They are also helped in exploiting the informative
resources on the Internet and in the use of other technologies. Refresher course participants are trained to use
software packages pertaining to their particular disciplines.

The  ASC has completed 75 Orientation Programmes and 150 Reresher Courses, covering 2558 and 4316
participants respectively. During the year 2007-08 UGC-ASC conducted 3 Orientation Programmes and 9
Refresher Courses in  English, Commerce, Life Sciences, Computer Science, Psychology, Environmental
Sciences, Hindi, Physics and Physical Education.
