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From the Vice-Chancellor’s Desk  

 
 
It is with great pleasure that we present this Annual Report 2013-14 of Goa University to 
our readers.  I will use this opportunity to provide an overview of the progress we made 
during the year by highlighting some events that stood out.  
 
The Goa State Infrastructure Development Corporation got ready Block-E, the new Science 
Bock, for conducting classes and laboratories for four departments of the university, 
Chemistry, Biotechnology, Microbiology and Zoology from the beginning of academic year 
2013-14.  The block, besides housing these departments, has two auditoria, a 350-seater 
and a 150-seater.  Though the building is not fully completed and and not yet handed over 
formally to the university, it has alleviated considerably the crunch that the university has 
been facing for quite some time for more classrooms and laboratories.  Of course, 
challenges remain.  This building’s sophistication is significantly higher than what the 
university is used to.  Therefore, its maintenance and repair will test the university’s 
capabilities.  Nonetheless, with this building nearing completion and the plan to build a 
separate building for commerce and management departments gaining momentum, the 
university should be able to handle its need for space in near future.  The university will 
now need to build a longer-term perspective to envision its campus and infrastructure 
development during the next few decades. 
 
Completion of Block-E created an opportunity for the university to take stock of its intake 
of students every year versus the demand for post-graduate seats at the university.  This 
led to the university increasing its intake by about 30% this academic year, the intake 
increasing from about 650 students in the master’s programmes in 2012 to about 850 in 
2013.  The major drivers for this increase were the following.  Department of Chemistry 
increased its intake from 36 to 72.  The department also added a new option, Analytical 
Chemistry, in the options offered to M.Sc. students.  Department of Commerce added 35 
more seats for their Master’s programmes.  Department of Computer Science & Technology 
doubled its intake in the MCA programme from 30 to 60.  The department also launched a 
new course, M.Tech. in Computer Science with intake capacity of 10.  Department of 
Biotechnology launched a new course in M.Sc. (Biotechnology); the intake was 21.  Another 
new course launched was in the area of Library and Information Studies with intake of 20.  
The increase in intake by almost a third was possible solely because faculties in these 
departments cooperated by accepting additional workload.  The university remains 
grateful for this magnanimous act. 
 
This university, being the sole university of the state, needs to carefully monitor the growth 
of higher education system in the state and gauge the educational infrastructure that is 
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needed to meet the aspirations of the students at all levels, undergraduate, post-graduate 
and doctoral.  We need to put in place a system that monitors the need of the students of 
the state regarding the courses that need to be conducted, intake in these courses, and 
associated issues.Perhaps the most suitable body of the university to take up this task is the 
Academic Council which enjoys representation from a wide cross-section of our higher 
education system in the state. 
 
Growth of a university, either in terms of number of students it trains or the quality of 
education it imparts, is critically dependent on both the number of its teachers and their 
quality.  For some time now well over a third of its sanctioned strength of faculty on the 
main campus of the university has remained unfilled, the university coping with the 
shortage through temporary appointments of various sorts.This is not a desirable mode of 
working at a university.  This year Goa University took a major step towards correcting the 
anomaly by advertising all vacant postions, about 70 of them, from the approved strength 
of about 180.   
 
The university launched a novel programme this year, Visiting Research Professorship 
Programme, with the intent to bring new intellectual experience to the students and 
members of faculty on this campus, to the students and faculty in our fifty odd affiliated 
colleges, and to the citizens of the state.  Between 2007 and 2012 the Department of Art 
and Culture, Government of Goa established six chair professorships named after six 
eminent Goans.  The original idea behind instituting of these professorships was to attract 
academics of repute to serve as full-time professors at the campus of Goa University.  It 
turned out, however, that well established academics of were reluctant to relocate to Goa 
as full time faculty.  The Executive Council of the university deliberated on this issue and 
then, in consultation with Department of Art & Culture, decided to convert these full time 
chairs into Visiting Research Professorships.  In the present format,an academic willing to 
participate in this programme is invited to teach a course, or carry out a project, or take up 
some other intellectual activity to interact with the students and faculty from the main 
campus and from affiliated colleges of the university.  I should place on record here the 
contribution made by Dr. Maria Couto, Member of the Executive Council of the university 
and now Honourary Director of the Visiting Research Professorhips Programme, to 
launching of this programme. We are still experimenting with formats for implementation 
of the programme and quite a few challenges remain.  Nonetheless, the programme has 
helped the university to inch towards its rightful place as the intellectual hub of the state. 
 
It is well know that Goa has done well to make higher education accessible to the citizens of 
the state, with about a third of the age group 18-23 pursuing higher education, one of the 
highest in the country.  There is, however, a sizeable fraction of our students who for varied 
reasons do not wish to follow the traditional route to education through high school, higher 
secondary school, and college.  They, instead, wish to pursue careers based on acquisition 
of special skills and experience gained through employment.    Goa University has in the 
past, from time to time, examined the possibility creating programmes to support such 
students.  I think time is ripe to implement them in view of the projected deficit in skilled 
work-force of the country.  A university can remain relevant only if it experiments with 
new methods of education, carefully gauges the impact, and evolves with what works for 
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the larger benefit of the society.  A challenge that the university took up during 2013-14 is 
supporting community college-like institutions that, (1) can admit students without 
completion of higher secondary school, (2) impart skills-based education, (3) give high 
priority to employability of their students on completion of a course.  We believe that by 
granting affiliation of such institutions, Goa University will add vibrancy to its system of 
education, and send a message that the university values employability of those who enter 
thehigher education system.  This belief prompted the university to put in place an 
ordinance, on the lines suggested by the University Grants Commission, to support setting 
up of community college programmes. 
 
The 26th convocation ceremony held on 6 Janury 2014 marked conferment of Bachelor’s 
degrees on 7296 graduates, Master’s degrees on 1053 postgraduates, and Doctor of 
Philosophy on 31 doctorates.  In addition, we have 123 recipients of postgraduate diploma 
holders.  The convocation ceremony also saw distribution of 116 awards that included 66 
Gold Medals, 35 Prizes, and 15 Scholarships.   
 
The developments that I have highlighted just now have been possible only due to 
unstinting support received from the Ministry of Education, Government of Goa.  Personal 
intervention of the Minister of Education, Shri Manoharbab Parrikar was important to get 
the new Science Block ready; this in turn helped us to keep our promise of enhancing 
intake and enlarging programmes.  Announcement of intent to recruit faculty became 
possible because of the prompt approval received from the ministry.  As noted earlier, the 
Department of Art and Culture’s sanction of almost a crore rupees annually has made 
Visiting Professors Programme possible.  We are looking forward to such continued 
cooperation from the Government of Goa to face the challenges and opportunities that we 
hope to take up during the next year. It is with great pleasure that I acknowledge the 
guidance, encouragement and wholehearted support that we received during our moments 
of need from our Chancellor, the Honourable Governor of Goa, Shri Bharat Vir Wanchoo.  In 
addition, the University derives its confidence to face the challenges that lie ahead 
primarily because of the constructive guidance the university authorities have received 
from our Academic Council and Executive Council.  It is solely because of such support that 
it has been possible to implement the developments that have been outlined here.

Major thrust areas and achievements: 
The major thrust area of the Department being Condensed Matter Physics the faculty under 
this banner has been pursuing research programs in diverse areas ranging from functional 
nanomaterials involving magnetic materials their thin films, rare-earth doped ferrites, var-
ious types of hexaferrites, long standing radiation effects on nanomaterials, nanostructures 
of PVA doped Gels, nano and micro glass spheres, nanoporous media like clays, Glasses, 
luminescent and functional nano materials, shape memory alloys, ZnO-TiO2 functional ma-
terials, sensors, long lasting Luminescence biomarkers, materials for magneto-caloric ap-
plications, which are being explored using modern investigating tools like XRD, Neutron 
diffraction and  SANS, GIXRD, XAS, IR, UV, and Mossbauer spectroscopy as well as XMCD 
techniques. Sophisticated imaging techniques like TEM, AFM, SPM, SEM are employed for 
particulate property studies in addition to VSM, LCR Q-meter, Resistivity and thermo-
power setups for magnetic and transport property investigations. The Department al-
though small in terms of the faculty strength, has been involved in much fruitful collabora-
tion with research faculty coming from institutes of eminence. The faculty and the research 
scholars have presented a variety of research papers in national/international conferences 
and have also delivered invited talks.   

Incremental Infrastructure: 
Up gradation of laboratory infrastructure is a continuous ongoing process.  During this pe-
riod of 2013-14 the Department has upgraded both M.Sc. teaching and research laborato-
ries by procuring new equipments to supplement the equipment damaged beyond repair. 
The existing instruments commonly used by both M.Sc. and research students namely the 
two probe resistivity set-up and thermo-power set up were digitized and automated to ob-
tain the numerical data (readings) both in table format and directly in graphical form on 
the computer. Spares components essential for repair of high temperature 1500 C Carbolite 
furnace were procured and the furnace was made functional. An additional low tempera-
ture furnace for removal of moisture content in the samples essential for M.Sc, and re-
search students was also added to the materials preparation laboratory. Some Computers 
to augment the computer laboratory and spares to rectify existing faulty machines were 
also obtained. Sophisticated instruments like VSM, AFM, BT Surface area Analyzer, were 
obtained under Nanomission project funding and installed which are housed in the De-
partment of Chemistry.

Major Thrust Areas and Achievements: 
Microbiological samples of rainwater collected under sterile conditions were subjected to 
microbiological analysis and interesting forms of organic and non organic as well as 
microbial forms were detected (results uploaded at http://www.researchgate. net/ 
publication/260852193_rainwater_final_poster and on peer reviewed website 
http://f1000.com/posters/browse/summary/1095099). The storage, mobilization and 
utilization of Glycans in local species of Bombax ceiba was investigated with conclusion 
that a critical mass of stored starch is required to ensure flowering.  Interesting endophytic 
fungi were recovered from various organs of B. ceiba. Plant megafossils were analysed for 
recovery of extremophilic microbes using a modified Winogradsky technique.  Iron 
metabolism, storage and turnover in angiopsperms species was investigated to detect 
unique biominerals such as iron containing magnetic sideroliths which were 
morphologically characterized. Work on novel non ribosomal polyketide antibiotic 
Streptolidigin from a soil Streptomyces species was completed and a thermotolerant, 
calcium independent and manganese activated alpha amylase was partially purified and 
characterised from another Streptomyces strain. A microfluidics technique was developed 
for rapid real time visualization of fungal bioprocesses. Information for designing a global 
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data portal TERMITOMYKOPEDIA on Genus Termitomyces was collected to launch 
Termitomyces bioinformatics project (results uploaded at peer reviewed 
http://f1000.com/posters/browse/summary/1095103). Goa University Fungus Culture 
Collection and Research Unit added more than 100 strains of actinomycetes, microfungal 
and mushroom cultures and a revised illustrated culture catalogue was uploaded on 
university website accessible at 
https://www.unigoa.ac.in/.../GoaUniversityFungusCultureCollection.pdf 
Characterization of grain quality, chalkiness and molecular genetic diversity studies of rice; 
micropropagation of medicinal and critically endangered plants, in-situ and ex-situ 
conservation of plants; AM fungal species identification and in vitro propagation using ROC.

2.8.1 Research Development & Resources Mobilisation Cell (RDRM)  

Research and Development Projects and Consultancies are carried out by the faculty 
members of Goa University. These projects are funded by various organisations such as 
Council of Scientific & Industrial Research (CSIR) New Delhi,Department of Science & 
Technology (DST), Govt. of India, University Grants Commission (UGC), New Delhi, Ministry 
of Earth Sciences (MoES), New Delhi, Indian National Centre for Ocean Information 
Services (INCOIS), Hyderabad, Atomic Energy Regulatory Board (AERB) Mumbai, 
Department of Biotechnology (DBT), New Delhi, All India Council for Technical Education 
(AICTE), New Delhi, Department of Science, Technology & Environment, Goa (DSTE), NIO, 
Dona Paula, Goa, Ministry of Environment and Forests (MoEF), New Delhi, Indian Space 
Research Organisation (ISRO), Bangalore, Naval Research Board, (NRB), New Delhi, 
Directorate of Planning, Statistics & Evolution (DPSE), New Delhi, Board of Research & 
Nuclear Sciences (BRNS), Mumbai.In addition, Science Departments of the University 
received research grants under Special Assistance Programme (SAP) of UGC and Funds for 
Infrastructure in Science & Technology (FIST) of DST.

2.8.2 Remote Sensing Laboratory (RSL) 

A Remote Sensing Laboratory has been established with financial assistance from Indian 
Space Research Organisation (ISRO). The facilities of the laboratory include hardware 
consisting of five computers and software necessary for image processing. Image 
processing package such as ERDAS IMAGINE has been procured. An interdisciplinary 
course has been introduced across the different faculties where remote sensing technique 
has application. The laboratory provides hands on training to students who opt for 
interdisciplinary course on remote sensing and research and thus cater to the county’s 
need for trained manpower in this field. All the instruments necessary for in-situ 
observations of radiance and irradiance, spectrophotometer for analysing the optically 
active constituents from samples  and sunphotometer for measuring aerosol optical depth 
have also been procured. At present there are many R&D projects funded by different 
agencies like Naval Research Bard, Space Applications Centre, Space Physics Laboratory of 
VSSC, ISRO and Indian National Centre for Ocean Information Service of Ministry of Earth 
Sciences, Delhi. All these projects are carried out by Department of Marine Sciences for 
which the laboratory has been used extensively.

2.8.5 Earth Science & Technology Cell(ESTC)/Centre of Excellence in 
Marine Microbiology (CoE) 
 
The Ministry of Earth Sciences (MoES) supports basic and applied research in Ocean and 
Atmospheric Science and Technology in Universities through establishment of ESTCs. Nine 
such specific ESTCs have been set up in different institutions of the country that take up 
projects submitted by Universities, National laboratories and Indian Institutes of 
Technology, etc. Goa University has been identified to set up one such specific ESTC in the 
area of Marine Microbiology. 
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The objectives of the Cell are to strengthen academic and scientific work in the area of 
Marine Microbiology. The Cell functions under the guidance of the Management Board 
constituted by Ministry of Earth Sciences, with the Vice Chancellor, Goa University, as the 
Chairperson and Research Coordinator, ESTC as Member Secretary. The MB meets to 
discuss, guide and direct the activities of the Cell.

2.8.7 Workstation for Mircodata from Census 
 
The initiative to host the Census Data Workstation was taken by   Goa University in 
response to the invitation received from Shri A. K. Wasnik, IAS, Director of Census 
Operations.  The Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for setting up the workstation was 
signed  by Mr. Mallikarjuna, Joint Director, Directorate of Census Operations, Goa and Prof. 
V. P. Kamat, Registrar, Goa University and the workstation is established in the Goa 
University Library building.  The objective of setting up microdata station is to permit 
qualified researchers optimum use of anonymized sample microdata from census for in-
depth research. Workstation enables the researchers to have access to micordata which is 
not published by census.  This facility would be available to all including those who are not 
part of the University system. Workstation does not permit the researchers to take out or 
copy the data. The researcher would be allowed to process the sample micro data using the 
software available in the workstation and generate the tables for use. Only computer 
printout of the tables so generated will be allowed to be taken out of the work station. 
Workstation has a fully air-conditioned lab with 5 computer terminals and software 
required to access and process the microdata.

GENERAL ADMINISTRATION 
 
4.1 General Information 
The University has been able to take up construction activity for various works since funds 
are made available. The major project undertaken and completed is as follows:

Painting, water proofing and maintenance works for various buildings have also been 
taken up. Parking areas with pavers and interconnecting tiles foot paths were provided. 

 

4.2  Computerisation and IT Infrastructure 
The University made an effort to go for total ERP solution with University Management 
system software. The technical evaluation of various Vendors was completed by a 
constituted committee. The committee recommended a suitable Vendor for 
implementation of the solution to the University Authority for consideration.  
 
The Computer Centre prepared a plan for extension of its existing LAN to connect new 
Academic Staff College building, residential quarters, the newly renovated Men’s hostel and 
also to have an alternate fibre loop on the campus. The order for execution of the plan was 
submitted to BSNL under NMEICT scheme of Govt of India. 
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The LAN and internet connectivity of the new science building was successfully completed. 
The teachers and students started using internet facility for their academic activities. 
 
The Computer Centre upgraded the University’s internet Gateway security by acquiring 
higher end Unified Threat Management System   of international standard. The existing 
Wireless setup was replaced with a Robust Controller based wireless system with 
encrypted, enhanced radio and beam flex technology. The concentration and reach of 
wireless signal was boosted by installing more Access Points due to which most of the 
departments are covered under wireless internet connection.

The University conducted examinations in 135 Bachelor’s Degree programmes, 133 Master 
Degree programmes and 30 Post Graduate Diplomas programmes during the year 2012-
2013.

4.3  Library 
The Goa University Library and Information Centre was established in the year 1985. It 
was then part of the Post Graduate Centre of the Bombay University (CPIR). From its 
modest collection of books, this library has developed into a huge library with modern 
facilities. 
 
At present the library has a collection of 155483 books and 9983 volumes of bound 
journals. The library subscribes to 414 periodicals out of which 138 are foreign journals. 
The library is getting a large number of periodicals on gratis too. 
 
The library is automated for its routine works and the entire collection is bar-coded. The 
Library services are being done thorugh an Open Source Integrated Library management 
Software KOHA. Users can easily get awareness on the availability of books and they can 
reserve and renew the books themselves through this software. The library also offers 
access to general reference materials like the Encyclopedia Britannica and Encyclopedia of 
Science and Technology, World Book Encyclopedia, Oxford English Dictionary. 
 

Library website 
The Library website can be accessed at the url www.library.unigoa.ac.in. This website is 
developed suing an Open Source Content Management System Drupal. We have developed 
a huge Knowledge Portal with it, which links to multifarious information resources on the 
Internet. All online resources of the library are linked in this page. They include all 
INFONET Digital Library resources, Encyclopedia Britannica (Academic Edition), 
Indiastat.Com. We have added 216 e-books on various subjects to our collection. Huge list 
of online resources are also available in this page. 
 

UGC Infonet Consortia 
Goa University Library, being the first phase member of the UGC Infonet Programme, avails 
the IP authenticated e-journals from the Inter University Centre of the UGC namely the 
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INFLIBNET Centre, Ahmedabad. Goa University stands at the top most ranks in the usage of 
these e-journals. The library also has access to the Sci-finder database. 
 

Institutional Repository 
The Goa University Library has digitized its 540 thesis and uploaded in the Digital 
repository created using the Open Source Software DSpace. We have started uploading 
postgraduate dissertations and grey literature related to the University. 
Goa University Library had a major role in the development of Konkani Encyclopedia using 
the Konkani Vishwakosh published by the University. The entire encyclopedia volumes 
were digitized and copies are also available in our repository for download. 
 

Browsing facility 
Library has 40 computers attached to the Internet, which the faculty and students can use 
for browsing the net. It has access to the 1GB campus wide connection. The library is also 
Wi-Fi enabled. 
 

Activities conducted by the library 
University Library is in charge of checking research reports for Plagiarism. Students are 
given help in checking their research reports for Plagiarism. All our PhD thesis being 
submitted are also subjected to Plagiarism checking. 
Goa University Library conducted a short term course in Literature Searching and 
Academic Writing in collaboration with the UGC Academic Staff College, Goa University. 
Workshops on Research Methodology and Library Automation were conducted in the 
Library premises.

4.7  U. G. C. ACADEMIC  STAFF COLLEGE 
 

The Academic Staff Orientation Scheme is an outcome of NPE (1986). The NPE, in its 
programme of action, makes a pointed reference to the crucial link between teacher 
motivation and quality of education. Since teachers occupy a key position in the education 
system, the quality, competence and character of teachers are of utmost importance. They 
influence the standard of education and thus contribute to national development. The UGC-
ASC was established with the objective of acting as an agency to bring about changes and 
development in education. It is meant to involve itself in the improvement in the 
Management of Higher Education, and to bring about a closer linkage between society and 
Higher through meaning study and research. 
 
The UGC-ASC at Goa University has been conducting Orientation Courses since its 
establishment from February 1988. 
 
In addition to Orientation Programme, Refresher Courses and Short Term Courses, the 
UGC-ASC has been regularly organizing Seminars/ Conference/ Interection Programes/ 
Meets and other academic activities. 
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In keeping with the recent advances in information Technology, the UGC has given a major 
thrust to IT and its applications. A Computer Lab has been set up with special grants from 
the UGC. Participants are given basic training along with hands-on experience with 
Computers. They are also helped in exploiting the informative resources on Internet and in 
the use of other technologies. Refresher Courses participants are trained to use software 
packages pertaining to their particular discipline.

Women’s Hostel: 

 
 Goa University provides hostel facility for women students on the University campus.  
There are two Women’s Hostels on the University Campus and 240 students can be 
accommodated in these hostels. Women students who have enrolled for post-graduate and 
Ph. D. courses at the University campus are accommodated in these hostels.  
 
Men’s Hostel: 
 
 Men’s Hostel-III  houses mostly postgraduates and research scholars of the University 
PG departments. Students from affiliated colleges not having hostel facility are also 
accommodated in the hostel if vacant rooms are available after admitting the University 
students. Men’s hostel-III is a three floor building with 28 rooms on each floor. The 
maximum of 140 students can be accommodated in this hostel as ground/first floor has 
double bed rooms for PG students and the second floor has single bed rooms for research 
scholars.
