Our goals and objectiv
are clear and with the all-round cooperation of the Faculty and administrative staff alike
well as various Bodies of the University we hope to make steady progress in the years
come.

CHAPTER1

INTRODUCTION

The Vice-Chancellor, on behalf of the Executive Council, has great pleasure in presenting to the
the Annual Report of the University for the year 1989-90 as required under section 26 of the Goa Uni)
Act, 1984.

General

Established on 1st June, 1985 as a teaching institution for higher education, the Goa Universil
completed the fifth year of its existence. This University had inherited from Bombay University a solic
of education structure which had been built brick by brick over twenty years, since the days of
liberation, pertaining to every faculty, whether Arts, Science, Commerce, Law, Education, Engineer
Medicine. Due emphasis had been given to technical and professional education, with the result th
State could boast of having a Dental College, a Pharmacy College, an Engineering College, a M
College, a College of Fine Art, a College of Education, two Law Colleges four colleges exclusivo
Commerce, five colleges of Arts & Science and one college exclusively for Women. Upon this
structure of under-graduate courses was based the Centre of Post-graduate instruction and Res
(CIPR) with quite a few Departments relevant to the needs of the society. The CPIR, whicl
arrangements for post-graduate teaching and instruction in 13 subjects, formed the nucleus for thi
University.

The University has by now been fully established. It conducted its first public examinations in 1c
for the students who were admitted to the first year during the year 1986-87. The term of the first Uni)
authorities appointed by the Visitor in exercise of powers vested in him under the Goa University Act
expired between June and August 1988 and all the authorities have since beer 'econstituted in accon
with the provisions of the Act and Stattites. So we have now the re-constituted Executive Cc
Academic Council, Court, Planning Board, Finance Committee, etc.

The Goa University was very fortunate to have a personality of the stature of Dr. Gopal Singh as i
Visitor. Unfortunately, with his sad demise on 8th August, 1990 the university has lost not only his va
guidance in its academic matters but also a personality of outstanding calibre.

Faculties and Academic Programmes :

a) Till 1988-89 the following teaching departments were functioning in the University: Hindi, Ko
Marathi, English, French, Portuguese, Economics, History, Political science, Sociology, Philos
Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, Microbiology, Marine Science, Geology, Commerce, Computer Sc
& Technology, Marine Biotechnology & Management studies.

b) This University is one of the 55 Universities in the country selected by the University (
Commission for the setting up of an Academic Staff College which started functioning early in 19
The jurisdiction of this Staff College extends not only to the area of this Unix, ,rsity, but also to that
Shivaji University and four districts under the University of Bombay.

c) A centre for Latin American studies sanctioned by the University Grants Commission, ha
started functioning. To begin with, courses in History and Political science of the Latin American coi
have been offered at the M.A. level. Similarly, a centre for Women's Studies, sanctioned by the Unix
Grants Commission has also started functioning in the Department of Sociology.

d) Two new Colleges were started in the year 1989-90. These are one at Quepem and the ot
Khandola. Set up by the Government of Goa, these Colleges cater to the need of undergraduate edul
in Arts, science and commerce. The Home science college for women which was originally started



years ago by the All India Women's conference (Goa Branch) but had to be disaffiliated because of cert
important reasons, was restarted by the Government of Goa from the current academic year.

e) The University plans to set up in the near future a Department of Ecology and Environm€
Sciences. Recently, the University Grants Commission has called upon this University to put up a prop();
for starting a course of study leading to the degree of M. Sc. in Electronics. The University Gra(
Commission ha3 shown willingness to provide financial assistance, if the University agrees to start such
course. This matter is being examined in detail.

f) An important development in the academic field is the restructuring of the courses leading to ti
post-graduate degrees in Arts, Science and Commerce. A Committee is also working for simil
restructuring of the under-graduate courses in Arts, Science and Commerce and the restructured cours
are likely to be implemented from the academic year 1991-92.

g) The University held a series of seminars and conferences bearing on the history and culture of GI

and brought out a few publications such as "Goa Wins freedom". "Goan Society through the Ages
"Goa: Cultural Trends" "Essays in Goan History"' & "Indian and Mozambique."

lll. Construction Programme

The construction activity of the University's new campus on the Bambolim-Taleigao Plateau is going
in full swing. The basic infrastructural facilities like roads, electricity, water supply, sewerage etc. are eith
completed or nearing completion. The administrative offices faculty block and a large number of resident
houses have been completed. The administration has shifted to its new !Tod< on the campus in Janua
1990 and started functioning there. Most of the residential quarters are ready for occupation al
allotments are likely to be made before the end of the year 1990. The Blocks for the pure sciences al
Applied ,scienes faculties are ready and already occupied by the faculties concerned. Work i
construction of a play-ground alongwith a 400 metres running track is also going on expediciously.

IV. Financial Position

a} The estimated expenditure for the year under review i.e. 1989-90 worked out on the plan side
Rs. 660.68 lakhs and on the non-plan side Rs. 42.83 lakhs. These amounts are to be met almost entin
from the grants provided by the Government of Goa, with the exception of a small amount to be raised
way of fees and other miscellaneous receipts. The actual expenditure incurred during the year amount’
to Rs.570.70 lakhs on the plan side and Rs. 31.98 Lakhs on the non-plan side.

1. Xavier Centre of Historical Research is an autonomous registered society with its aims
objectives of promoting research and publications in history, with special emphasis on the Portugui
period, church in India, and third world issues. The Xavier Centre completed its first decade of activities
November 4.1989.

The Goa Xavier Co. Pvt. Ltd. that owns all the property of the Society of Jesus in Goa, has mi
available to the Xavier Centre of Historical Research the building and the surrounding plot. The land
the building are made available to the Xavier Centre of Historical Research on a rent-free and indefii
lease to carry out its objectives as defined in its memorandum of Association. The Chairman of the C
Zavier Co. Pwvt. Ltd. is also the Chairman of the Xavier Centre for Historical Research.

The Xavier Centre shifted to the new premises in January 1983. The Premises have an office block
v a courtyard.

GENERAL

The year 1989-90 has been another year of successful completion of most of the programmes

planned. The seventh plan has come to an end in the year 1989-90. During the course of the Seventh I
period, CSIR has resolved that CSIR laboratories should make efforts to earn more from outside agenc
to meet the R & D expenditure. The extent of external finding has also been considered as a measuri
the credibility of the laboratory. In this respect, it is worthwhile to mention that NIO has earned an amc
of Rs. 22.92 crores against the CSIR grant of Rs. 24.636 crores during the seventh plan.

During the period under report, the oceanographic studies in the Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) I
the thrust area in the R&D programmes. Hence, most of the ship time was utilised for the work in the E
This year, efforts were mainly concentrated to cover the EEZ along the east coast of India. Apart from
thrust area programme, the Institute has continued with the two National programmes, one on the Sur
for Polymetallic Nodules (PMM) and other on Antarctic Oceanography.

Under the PMN Project, surveys were carried out in the Central Indian Ocean. The focus,during
year was on high resolution exploration in the Pioneer Area to generate data on abundance, grade
bathymetry which would form the basis for the first stage of relinquishing 20% of the pioneer area to
International Seabed Authority. Four cruises on the board the chartered vessel NandRachit w
undertaken for this purpose. Apart from this, collection of baseline data for the environmental studies
initiated and a cruise on board Sagar Kanya was undertaken for this purpose. A significant addition to
exploration capability was the installation of the hydrosweep equipment, a state-of-the-art muitibeam sv
mapping system on Sagar Kenya. This equipment will ensure the collection of realtime bathmetry c
from the Pioneer Area.

Participation in Antarctic research programme was continued. Two scientists from the Instil
participated in 9th Indian Scientific Expedition to Antartica and one scientist worked at Antartica during
winter.

Three bilateral programmes progressed satisfactorily. Under the Indo-FRG programme on "Quarter
upwelling and climate in Arabian Sea" the particle flux studies were extended to the Bay of Bengal wh
deepsea sediment trap moorings were deployed. This region is of particular importance because of
large river-borne sediment discharge from the Ganges. In addition, both the monsoons play an impor
role in the oceanic processes which contribute the particles. During the year, two cruises were underta
for this study on board ORV Sagar Kanya and D.S. Nand Rachit, for the deployment and retrieval of
moorings. An Indo-FRG Working Group meeting was held in Bremen in March 1990 to discuss
progress and a future direction of the ongoing programme.

Under the Indo-USSR collaborative programme, NIO scientists participated in 4 cruises on board (
Sagar Kanya and Soviet research vessels in the Indian Ocean as part of the Trans-Indian Ocean 1
travesses studies. The data collected were analysed and detailed upper cust structural maps have
prepared. Under this programme 3 Soviet Scientists visited the Institute during the year, Under the prc
on "Air-sea interaction in relation to monsoon dynamics", data collected during 1988 were analysed
modelling studies were carried out.

The Indo-US project on "Bioactive substances from the Indian Ocean" also progressed satisfactc
During the year, more emphasis was laid on the collection of marine organisms from the intertidal
subtidal regions along the southeast and south west coasts, and Lakshadweep islands. Identification
chemical ecology of the organisms collected have been carried out along with isolation
characterisation of a few compounds. The Indo-US project on "Accelerated corrosion of metals and al
in the marine environment" initially sanctioned for three years for 1986 to 1989 has been extended for
more years. Under this project the effect of crude oil on the rate of corrosion of mild steel was evaluate
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The Institute has undertaken a major programme to assist the Caribean countries known as
Caribbean Oceanographic Exploration (CORE) Project at the initiative of the Commonwealth Soler
Council in collaboration with Caribbean Commonweatith and Govt. of India. The objectives of
programmes are to (1) enhance the capability of Caribbean countries in investigation, understanding ke
utilising their living and non-living resources; (2) to train Carribean Scientists in areas of oceanography
(3) to carry out the Oceanographic resources survey in the Caribbean Sea. Under this project,
Caribbean scientists were given training at NIO for a period of 3 months from October to December, 198'

During the period under report, the Institute has undertaken 14 new sponsored projects for vark
agencies like MNGC, NPC, Calcutta Port Trust, etc. The total contract value of these projects is Rs. 5006
lakhs. The cash flow during the year from external sources was Rs. 823.617 lakhs against CSIR granl
Rs. 523 lakhs.

The research vessels Gaveshani and Sager Kanya have successfully completed 8 and 3 crui:
respectively in the Arabian Sea and Bay of Bengal during the year, Since R.V. Gaveshani v
decommisioned in October, 1989, a vessel Nand Rachit was chartered for continuing with ongo
programmes.

About 140 research papers were published ‘luring the year. The Institute's regular publications |
Mahasagar, Newsletter, collected reprints, etc. were brought out. The journal Mahasagar v
discountinued as NIO's publication.

This year again, young scientists Dr. Rajiv Nigam and Dr. V. Purnachandra Rao received the CI

Young Scientist award and the UNESCA/ROSTCA award respectively. Eight scientists of the Institute hi
acquired Ph.D. awards.

The Research Council (RC) had two sittings during the year-Apart from evaluating the ongo
programmes, the RC also finalised the 8th plan programmes during the meetings.

By the end of the year 1990 the Institute will be completing 25 years and therefore, year 1990 Is be
observed as the Silver Jubilee Year.

A. LIBRARY

The University Library came into existence with the establishment of the Goa
University in June,
In fact, the start was made by annexing the library of the Centre of Post Graduate Instruction and Resea
University of Bombay to the Goa University Library, whereby a collection of 37627 books and periodii
formed the basis of the present Library.

This section of the University is actually the central point of educational and research as it caters to
needs of various post-graduate students, research scholars and faculty members. To this effect, it is IN
replenished with newer and latest additions, year after year. Today, the total collection has reachec
55746 volumes of books, covering a number of disciplines under Humanities, Science and Social Scie
covering wide range of subjects like Philosophy, Sociology, Politics, Economics, Education, Langua
and Literature in English, Hindi Marathi, Konkani, French and Portuguese, Mathematics, Computer Scier
Physics, Chemistry, Geology, Marine Science, Microbiology, Management studies, Arts, History
Biographies.

The Library has a separate journal section which subscribes 428 journals. Some journals are
received as gratis. Besides, the Library consists of thesis and several dissertations. More journals
being procured so as to strengthen the research activities of the University. In addition, the special ne
of historical research are catered through Late Shri P.S.S. Pissurlencar Collection Library which consist
4486 books, journals, documents, photostat copies and microfilms. The Goa University has the folly
collections of books and journals which enrich the University's corpus.

This includes more than 200 books specially on Latin American Studies in the
collection which are in Spanish.

Working Days.

The Library is kept open for all the days except Sunday, throughtout the year. Besides the not
working hours of the Library, the reading rooms are kept open for extended hours so as to facilitate its
by the readers. During the examination days, the Library is kept open even on Sundays and Pu
Holidays.

The normal timings of the Library are 9,00 a.m. to 6.30 p.m. on week days and 10.00 a.m. to 5.45 I
on 1st, 3rd and 5th Saturday of the month.

Readers and use of Library:

The University has 800 registered readers including the staff
members and several casual visit, Inter-Library exchange of books and journals is encouraged and the
journals are regularly exchanged \ the Library of National Institute of Oceanography.

Teachers and students of the Local Colleges are encouraged to use the University Library and
reference and borrowing facility is extended to them. Ph.D. students are issued ten books at a time, a
special facility to boost research activity in the University.

The Library continues to receive donation of books/periodicals from a number of persons
institutions.

Other Materials:
Several maps are also collected by the Goa University Library.

Bibliography and Documentation Service:

Bibliographies of reading materials available in the Library were compiled and supplied on demanc
staff members on special subjects.
