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PREFACE

I have the pleasure of presenting the Ninth Annual Report of Goa University for the
academic year 1993-94. The report covers the period from June, 1993 to May 1994.

The report is presented in six chapters, Chapter | and Annexures | to V deal with the
University Bodies like the Executive Council, the Academic Council, the Court, the Planning
Board and the Finance Committee.

Chapter 11 deals with the academic programme. This covers the Faculties, the Departments,
the affiliated Colleges and recognised Institutions. During the year under report there were 23 Post
graduate Teaching Departments in addition to the Centre for Latin American Studies, the Centre
for Women's Studies and the Academic Staff College. The details are given in Annexure VI. The
number of colleges both professional and other than professional, affiliated to the University was
34 and the number of recognised institutions are given in Annexure VII. Alist of affil iated colleges
and recognised institutions is given in Annexure VIII.

Chapter 111 deals with infrastructural development. This gives the details of the infrastruc-
ture like the buildings, roads, transport, electricity, water supply, sewerage, postal service,
banking services, etc. Chapter IV deals with the administration and the financial position of
University. The expenditure of the University and other details regarding the officers of the
University are given in Annexure 1X, X and XI. Chapter V deals with the Library and Chapter VI
deals with student activities.

During the year under report, the University made notable progress. In our efforts to make
this University a centre of excellence and also to explore new frontiers of knowledge, we have been
strengthening considerably the infrastructure for developing the existing Departments/Centres
and planning for new hi-tech areas for providing opportunities for learning and research for
younger generations. We have also encouraged N.S.S. and other students' welfare activities. We
organised a number of seminars and lecturers on various topics and through them kept the students
and teachers informed about the latest developments in the academic and social fields.

A. Post-graduate Programme

The jurisdiction of this Staff
College extends not only to the area of this University,
but also to that of neighbouring Universities in
Maharashtra, Karnataka and elsewhere.

(iv) KONKANI ENCYCLOPAEDIA
The University has undertaken a project of prepa-

ration of Konkani Encyclopaedia. The Encyclopaedia
will contain entries relating to general knowledge with
emphasis on information regarding the Konkani speak-
ing region, its people, history geography, art and culture,
customs and manners, etc.

The Encyclopaedia will consist of about 3000 pages
in three volumes around 1000 pages each.

The first volume of the Konkani Encyclopaedia
containing 1000 entries is already released at the hands

of Dr. Shivram Karanth, Dnyanapith Award winner,
Kannada Writer and Encyclopaedist.

The second volume is in its last stage of completion
and the release of this volume is expected shortly.

This project will be the first of its kind in Konkani and
will go a long way in providing valuable information of
Konkani readers.

CHAPTER Il

INFRASTRUCTURAL DEVELOPMENT

The infrastructure facilities like roads, electricity,
water supply, sewerage, etc. have been provided in the
campus and are functioning satisfactorily. The Univer-
sity has also provided a post office, State Bank Counter,
Kiosks, canteen etc.

The Boys' and Girls' Hostels which have been
constructed some time back have been provided with
additional facilities for accommodating more students.

During the year one modern Glass House has been
constructed from the magnificent grant of the Ministry of
Science and Technology, Govt. of Goa.

Also the building (having 250 M? floor areas)
financially supported by the UGC has been completed.

During the year land development including terrac-
ing, proper drainage and raised platform etc. within the
Faculty enclave has been carries out with a view to
provide facilities for an open air forum. The re-roofing
work of 'A' & 'B' type quarters (36 Nos.) has been
completed.

The major building work undertaken during this
year namely the Library Building has been partially
completed and remaining work is in full swing.

B. COMPUTER CENTRE
Upgradation of Computer System

The University has established it's Computer Cen-
tre in March, 1987 with WIPRO S-286 machine having
WDOS (Wipro Data Operating System) operating sys-
tem. Payroll system was first computerised and then
computerisation was extended to financial accounting,
Library and Examination systems. Currently result pro-
cessing of major examination like B.A., B.Sc., B.Com.,
LL.B. and B.Ed. is done on computer. However, in the
rapidly changing computer world, the computer machin-
ery acquired in 1987 became obsolete and could not
keep pace with the growing need of our University
because of both constraint in disk space and memory.

Considering the above fact, upgradation of com-
puter system was very much needed. The UGC, ex-
tended the granting-in-aid facility to the University for
setting up upgradation of computer system and ap-
proved an outlay of Rs. 12.00 lakhs for the purpose. The
University appointed an expert committee under the

Chairmanship of Dr. D. B. Pathak, Professor, 1.1.T.
Bombay, to finalise the configuration of new system
taking in to account the need of the University in the
changing computer environment.

The above technical expert committee suggested
new system consisting of A 486 EISA based UNIX
server with UNIX operating system, A 486 EISA based
NOVEL operating server and a PC-AT 386. The Univer-
sity has acquired the above computer machineries along
with the necessary software in Dec. 93.

The Computer Centre is now better equipped and
intends to cover more areas for computerisation.

CHAPTER V

UNIVERSITY LIBRARY

The Goa University Library came into existence
with the establishment of Goa University in June, 1985.
The treasure of books, magazines and other material of
the University has been enriched year after year. Today,
the total collection has reached to 71,100 volume of
books, covering a number of disciplines under Humani-
ties, Science and Social Sciences, and a wide range of
subjects like Philosophy, Sociology, Politics, Econom-
ics, Education, Languages and Literature in English,
Hindi, Marathi, Computer Science, Physics, Chemistry,
Geology, Marine Science, Microbiology, Zoology, Botany,
Bio-Technology, Management Studies, Arts, History
and Biographies.

The Library has a separate journal section which
subscribes to 434 journals some journals are also re-
ceived as gratis. Besides, the library consists of several
dissertations. In addition, the special needs of Historical
Research are catered through Prof. P.S.S. Pissurlencar
Collection, which consists of 4486 books, journals, docu-
ments, photostat copies and microfilms. The Goa Uni-
versity has the following collection of books and journals
which enriched the University Corpus.

a) About 610 books from the heirs of Prof. Vithalrao
Sukhtankar.

b)  About 80 books in Portuguese from Dr. Shridhar
Tamba.

c) A collection of about 467 books in Philosophy (of
Prof D. Andrade's Collection from the Bombay

d)  About 519 books in Portuguese mainly concerned
with Portuguese Literature of the 19th Century from
Advocate Paul Mascarenhas in the memory of his
late father.

e) About 146-149 books in French and Portuguese
from Prof. G.V. Kantak.

A collection of books mostly in Portuguese re-
ceived from Mr. Nuno Gonsalves from Portugal has
further enriched the Library as far as study of Indo-
Portuguese relations are concerned. There are 2944
books and journals in this collection. Computerised list
subjectwise, titlewise and authorwise is available.

Also the USIS Library, Alliance Franciase and
W.H.O., British Council Library donate books regularly
to the University Library. This include 190 books espe-
cially in Latin American Studies in the USIS Collection.
They are in Spanish.

II. Working Days:

The Library is kept open for all the days except
Sundays through the year.

Besides the normal working hours of the Library,
the reading rooms are kept for extended hours so as to
facilitate its use by the readers. During the examination
days, the Library is kept open even on Sundays and
Public Holidays.

The normal timings of the Library are 9.00 a.m. to
6.00 p.m. on week days and 10.00 a.m. to 5.30 p.m. on
1st, 3rd and 5th Saturday of the month.

Ill. Readers and use of Library:

The University has 1000 registered readers includ-
ing the staff members and several casual visitors, Inter-
Library exchanges of books and journals is encouraged
and the journals are regularly exchanged with the Library
of National Institute of Oceanography.

Teachers and students of the local colleges are

encouraged to use the University Library and the refer-
ence and borrowing facility is extended to them. Ph. D.
students are issued ten books at a time as a special
facility to boost research activity in the University.

The Library continue to received presentation of
books/periodicals from number of persons and institu-
tions.

IV Other Materials:

Goa University Library has a collection of maps and
audio video/cassettes.

Bibliographical and Documentation Services:

Bibliographies of reading materials available in the
Library were compiled and supplied on demand to staff
members on special subjects. A list of latest addition of
books is circulated to the University Departments. Re-
cently, an exhaustive list of periodicals holdings of the
Library has been published. A Library hand-book giving
details about the Library collection etc. has also been
published. Exhaustive list of articles on Goa appearing
on various journals is getting ready.

Recently Library has acquired PC/AT-386 under
INFLIBNET Programme sanctioned by U.G.C.

University Bindery:

Bindery Unit has been opened to cater to the needs
of day to day mending/binding of books and journals of
the University Library.

Classifications and Cataloguing:

Books are classified according to Dewey Decimal
Classification and subject and author (Main) catalogue
are maintained. There are separate catalogue for collec-
tions. Moreover, the Library collection (Books & Jour-
nals) is on computer now. Serious Reader/Research
students can avail the facility of having a print of the
holdings of the Library: authorwise, subjectwise, etc.

Activities:

An exhibition of books was held in the Library
during November, 1993 to mark the 'National Book
Week' having a theme 'Role of Information in Environ-
mental Conservation' and reference books.

However, enquiries in this regard from at least
three research candidates have been attended to and
directions given to them. Research scholars from abroad
in particular have been coming for advice and guidance,
which has been readily given on a frequent basis.

Research Project:

U.G.C. has since conveyed its approval for the
major Research Project of Prof. O.J.F. Gomes, entitled
"Reconstruction of Old Konkani Literature" in January,
1994, and released its first instalment of Rs. 85,000/- for
the purchase of P.C. with software.

He completed the reconstruction of the bare text
from the archaic phonetically-worded script of the full
third volume of "Vonvalleacho Mollo" of Miguel de
Almeida ( Garden of Sherpard) and "Sant Antonichim
Acharyam" of Antonio Saldanha, two of the several
Konkani prose classics of the 17th Century which are
prescribed for study in paper VIII of M.A. in Konkani at
the University running into 550 pages and 150 pages
respectively.

Prof. Gomes gave finishing touches to the major
research work on the Konkani portion of the "Medieval
Indian Literature" project of the Sahitya Akademi trans-
lation and editing of 20,000 words selection of Medieval
Indian Literature (Konkani) and an introductory literary
survey of 10,000 words on it, as the Konkani Language
Editor-cum-Adviser.

Prof. Gomes continued to contribute the final re-
search notes on several topics for Vol. VI of the
"Encyclopaedia of Indian Literature" of the Sahitya
Akademi (New Delhi) and also served as Editor-cum-
Advisor for the said volume of the Encyclopaedia during
the year.

At the valedictory function
of ISI PH-7, two books written by Dr. de Souza and one
by Dr. Borges were released by Dr. Jose Blanco, Dr.
Vasco Graca Moura, and Gen. S. F. Rodriguese (Retd)
respectively.
