PREFACE 

The Eleventh Annual Report of Goa University for the academic year 1995-96 is being presented 
here in five parts. Part I deals with the administration of the University including computerisation of 
University Functions, Conduct of Examinations, Library and Students' Welfare Activities like sports and 
cultural, during the period under review.

New faculty members 
have joined the Departments bringing in new ideas. The University went global in its communication 
system with the installation of V-SAT for E-mail and INTERNET. It is hoped that these new 
opportunities for learning and research will inspire the students and faculty alike. The large number of 
seminars, conferences, workshops and lectures by eminent scholars conducted during the year have 
exposed both faculty and students to new frontiers of knowledge and kept the academic community 
informed of the latest in their respective fields.

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PART I 

1.1 GENERAL ADMINISTRATION 

Established on 1st June, 1985 as a affiliating-cum teaching Institute of higher learning, Goa University has 
completed the tenth year of its existence. This University had inherited a solid base of education structure which had been 
built brick by brick over twenty three years since the days of Goa's liberation, pertaining to every faculty, whether Arts, 
Science, Commerce, Law, Education, Engineering or Medicine. Due emphasis had been given to technical and professional 
education, with the result that this state could boast of having a Dental College, an Architecture College, a Medical College, 
a College of Fine Art, two Colleges of Education, two Law Colleges, five Colleges exclusively for Commerce, five Colleges 
of Arts & Science and one College exclusively for Women. Upon this solid structure of under-graduate courses was based 
the Centre of Post-graduate Instruction and Research (CPlR) with quite a few Departments relevant to the needs of the 

society. The CPIR, which had arrangements for post-graduate teaching and instruction in13 subjects, formed the nucleus for 

Goa University. 

The University has by now been now fully established. Its first public examinations were held in 1988-89 for the 
students who were admitted to the first year during the year 1986-87. The term of the first University authorities appointed 
by the Visitor, in exercise of powers vested in him under the Goa University Act, 1984 expired between June and August, 

1988 and all the authorities have since been reconstituted in accordance with the provisions of the Act and the Statutes. So 

we have now the reconstituted Executive Council, Academic Council, Court, Planning Board, Finance Committee, etc. 

The major building work undertaken during the last year namely the Library Building has been fully completed 

and Library started functioning in the new building. A small Sports pavilion with changing rooms facilities has been 

completed. 

L1.1 COMPUTERISATION OF UNIVERSITY FUNCTIONS 

The University has decided to computerise the University Administration in order to improve the Administrative 

system. As a first step, six P.Cs have been provided to different sections and subsequently all these Pcs have been put under 

LAN (Local Area Network) by installing a Novel Server (486 DX2) in the Computer Centre. The necessary connectivity has 

been established to have access to both the Novel server and Unix Server for all the six Pcs users, as the Pcs also act as the 

nodes. 

The old line printer (B 300) which was purchased in 1987, has been replaced by acquiring a new Line Matrix 
Printer which is fast and prints about 800 Ipm. in draft mode. Besides, it has many other facilities including to print 

different fonts. This has helped to meet the growing need of the Centre. 

The Computer Centre has already initiated training programmes for the administrative staff members including the 

officers to enable them to operate the computer and to use some of the software packages. The suitable application software 

to computerise some of the important administrative functions are also being developed. 

A new software has been developed to computerise the Engineering Examination System which has been recently 

implemented for the first time. Similarly, the re-designed Financial Accounting system has been successfully implemented 

for the year 1995-96. 

1.1.2 CONDUCT OF EXAMINATIONS 

There were 79 Post-graduate examinations conducted in various faculties of the University during the First and 

Second Half of 1995-96. The total candidates appeared for these examinations were 1082 land out of these, 710 candidates 

passed the examinations. 
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There were 33 Undergraduate examinations held in various faculties during First Half and Second Half of 1995-96. 
The total number of candidates appeared for these examinations were 8349 and out of these 3707 candidates passed the 

examinations. 

The University awarded 31 Ph.D. degrees and 16 M.Phil. degrees in different subjects during the period June 1995 

to May, 1996 

1.2 UNIVERSITY LIBRARY 

The Goa University Library came into existence with the establishment of Goa University in June, 1985. The 

treasure of books, mapzines and other material of the University has been enriched year after year. Today, the total 
collection has reached to 77168 volume of books, covering a number of disciplines under Humanities, Science and Social 

Sciences, covering a wide range of subjects like Philosophy, Sociology, Politics, Economics, Education, languages and 

Literature in English, Hindi, Marathi, Konkani, French and Portuguese, Mathematics, Computer Science, Physics, 

Chemistry, Geology, Marine Science, Microbiology, Zoology, Botany, Bio-technology, Management Studies, Women 

Studies, Latin American Studies, Arts, History and Biographies. 

The Library has a separate journal section which subscribes to 480 journals some journals are also received as 
gratis. Besides, the Library consists of 536 thesis and dissertations. In addition, the special needs of Historical Research are 

catered through Prof. P.S.S. Pissurlencar Collection, which consists of 4486 books, journals, documents, Photostat copies 

and microfilms. The Goa University has the following collection of books and journals which enriched the University 

corpus.

24) A collection of about 293 journals and other publication of G.S.I. by Dr. H.S. Pareek 
25) A collection of 169 books mostly on Mathematics by Prof. D.B. Wagh. 

26) A collection of about 207 journals in Chemistry by Dr. F.E.Da Costa. 

27) A collection of about 165 journals in Mathematics by Dr. S.G. Deo. 

28) A collection of Newspaper Clippings from Shri Crisologo Furtado. 
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A collection of books mostly in Portuguese received from Mr. Nuno Gonsalves from Portugal has further enriched 
the Library as far as study of Indo-Portuguese relations are concerned. There are 2944 books and journals in this collection. 
Computerised list subject-wise, title-wise and author-wise is also available, another 274 important documents have been 
added to this collection. 

Also the USIS Library, Alliance Francaise and W.H.O. British Council Library donate books regularly to the 
University Library. This include 190 books especially in Latin American Studies in the USIS collection. They are in 
Spanish. 

WORKING DAYS: 

The Library is kept open for all the days except Sundays and public holidays throughout the year. Besides the 
normal working hours of the Library, the reading rooms are kept for extended hours so as to facilitate its use by the readers. 
During the examination days the library is kept open even on Sundays and public Holidays. 

The normal timing of the Library are 8.30 am. to 6.00 p.m. on week days and 10.00 am. to 5.30 p.m. on 1st, 3rd 
and 5th Saturday of the month. 

READERS AND USE OF LIBRARY 

The University has 1500 registered readers Including the staff members and several casual visitors, inter Library 
exchange of books with the Library of National Institute of Oceanography. 

Teachers and students of the local Colleges are encouraged to use the University Library and the reference and 
borrowing facility is extended to them. Ph.D. students are issued ten books at a time as a special facility to boost research 
activity in the University. 

The Library continue to receive presentation of books/periodicals from number of persons and institutions. 

OTHER MATERIALS: 

Goa University Library has a collection of maps and audio/video cassettes. 

BIBLIOGRAPHICAL AND DOCUMENTATION SERVICES: 

Bibliographies or reading materials available in the Library are complied and supplied on demand to staff members 
on special subject. A Computerised list of latest addition of books is circulated to the University Departments. An 
exhaustive list of periodicals holdings of the library has been published. A Library hand-book giving details about the 
Library collection etc.. has also been published. Exhaustive list of articles on Goa appearing on various journals is getting 
ready. 

Library has acquired PC/AT - 386 under UNFL1BNET Programme sanctioned by U.G.C. University Bindery: 
Bindery Unit has been opened to cater to the needs of day-to-day mending/binding of books and journals of the University 
Library. 

CLASSIFICATION AND CATALOGUING: 

Books are classified according to Deway Decimal Classification and subject and author (Main) catalogue are 
maintained. There are separate catalogues for collection (Books & Journals) is on computer now. Serious Reader/Research 
students can avail the facility of having a print out of the holdings of the Library: author-wise, subject-wise etc.
