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'PREFACE

It gives me great pleasure in presenting the Thirteenth Annual Report of Goa
University for the academic year 1997-98. The Report is presented in six parts. Part 1
deals with the General Administration, Part 2 with Authorities of the University, Part
3 with Departments on the University Campus, Part 4 with Affiliated Colleges both
professional and non-professional, Part 5 with Recognized Institutions and Part 6
provides the Financial Statement.

The Report has been compiled by the University on the basis of information provided
by the various administrative sections, teaching departments, colleges and recognized
institutions. It has been our experience that the process of collecting informations is
both time consuming and difficult, and the information provided by the various
sources is often found to be incomplete and inadequate. This has caused many
difficulties to the Editorial Committee, leading to delay in finalisation of this Report.
We hope that in future there will be prompt response and complete information from
all concerned, so that the Report is complete and it represents the true picture of the
University.

The academic year has seen considerable change in the academic climate, both on the
campus and in the affiliated institutions. The stress and strain of implementation of
restructured course at the undergraduate level have subsided due to close cooperation
of all constituents of the University. There has been all round development and
consolidation in teaching and research, both at the undergraduate and post-graduate
levels. All out efforts have been made during the academic year to improve the
infrastructural facilities on the campus. An unique experiment in interactive distance
education (DEITI) was conducted in the university with the active cooperation of
university departments, colleges and other institutions. The experiment provided
interactive audio/video communication (using the INSAT-2 facilities of ISR0).with
20 receiving centres located at various places in Goa (Colleges and Higher Secondary
Schools). The programme consisted of telecasting lectures by specialists on subjects
relevant to colleges, higher secondary, and institutions of local administration such as
Panchayats.

I express my sincere gratitude to the Visitor, Goa University and Governor of Goa for
the keen interest he has shown in the functioning of the University.. | am extremely
thankful to the State Government for all the encouragement and continued support in
the implementation of the objectives of the University. | also place on record my
sincere thanks to members of Court, Academic Council, Executive Council and other
bodies of the University. My grateful thanks are also due to all the members of
teaching and non-teaching staff of the University for making 1997-98 yet another
successful year.

PART 1: GENERAL ADMINISTRATION

1.1 General Information:

Goa University has completed twelve years since its establishment on 1st June 1985. It is an affiliating-
cum-teaching University having facilities to impart education in faculties of Languages, Social
Sciences, Natural Sciences, Life Sciences, Commerce, Management, Medicine, Engineering and Fine
Arts. The University offers graduate and post-graduate courses in Arts, Science, Commerce,
Management, Home Science, Education, Law, Engineering, Pharmacy, Medicine including
Homeopathy and Ayurveda, Fine Arts, Music and Architecture. There are twenty-two University
Teaching Departments, two University Centres, U. G. C. financed Academic Staff College for in-
service-training of teachers, 35 affiliated colleges (professional and non-professional) and 8 recognised
institutions conducting research.

1.2 Engineering Projects: Apart from maintenance of existing infrastructure, Works Division handled
major infrastructure projects during the year. Stand-by generator as well as transformer have been
commissioned. Following works are nearing completion:

1. Construction of 200 bedded girls hostel:- Though stipulated date of completion was 4.7.98,
building may not be completed in time on account of shortage of funds. Physical progress of
work is 80% upto 31.5.1998. Upto 31.5.98 value of work done is Rs. 1,25,69,426.00.

2. Construction of 15 A-Type Quarters:- Though stipulated date of completion was 3.7.1998,
building may not be completed in time on account of paucity of funds. Physical progress of
work is 90% upto 31.5.98. Upto 31.5.98 work done is Rs. 88,89,030/-.

3. Construction of 25 B-Type Quarters: Though stipulated date of completion was 3.7.98,
building may not be completed in time on account of paucity of funds. Physical progress of
work is 85% till 31.5.98. Upto 31.5.98 work done is Rs. 1,02,45,805/-.

4. Construction of Faculty Building of Manamgement Studies 95% work is completed. The
work is likely to be completed in July 1998.

5. Centre for Latin American Studies:- The work order was issued on 12.12.1997 for an
amount of Rs. 15,35,881.00. About 40% work is done. The building is expected to be ready
by December, 1998. Besides these major works, the re-roofing of one block of University
Guest House was also taken up during the year.

1.3 Computerisation of University Functions: Computer section undertook printing of degree
certificates for the Examination Section of the University. In all about 4,300 degree certificates were
generated and printed with multi-colours.

The Computer Centre had also developed the software required for the following
I. Result processing of restructured course in B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. examinations.
2. Result processing of Semester I Engineering examinations.

1.4 Conduct of Examinations: The University has conducted 60 under-graduate and post-graduate
examinations in various faculties during the first and second half of 1997-98. 6592 students appeared
for the examinations, and out of these, 4013 were declared successful.

The University awarded 13 Ph.D degrees and 12 M.Phil degrees in different subjects during the period
June, 1997 to May, 1998.
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1.5 University Library: The Library has a total of 82,122 books. The University Library has a separate
journal section and more than 600 journals are subscribed to, while some journals are received as
gratis. The University Library also has a Theses Section where Ph.D. and M. Phil. dissertations are
maintained. A total of 2442 books have been added to the Library during the academic year 1997-98.
The Goa University's Rare Collections Section has been further enriched the University corpus by
addition of collection from:

A collection of books from International Centre, Goa
A collection of Portuguese books from The Central Library, Goa.

1. The Library has been recently declared a U.N. Depository Library.

2. Under INFLIBNET, Library has set up a Computer Centre for its operations and networking
with other Universities under INFLIBNET. 8 Pentium 166 computers have been acquired
under the same scheme. Recently the Library has completed the creation of research database
on computers of collections such as Ph.D. theses, M.Phil dissertations etc.

3. Compilation of computerised database of rare collections is in progress.

1.6 Students' Sports Activities: All the Inter-Collegiate tournament during the year 1997 were
conducted in systematic and successful manner. Every tournament ended with a valedictory function
wherein Trophies, Medals and Certificates were awarded to the Winners at the hands of eminent
personalities.

As in the past the annual sports calendar for Inter-Collegiate tournament was prepared well in time and
circulated to all colleges/Institutions affiliated to Goa University, so as to enable them to prepare their
teams for these tournaments. During the year 1997-98, the following tournaments were held:

The highlight of all these tournaments is the XlIth Inter-Collegiate Athletic Championship which was
held for the first time on the University ground.

In all India Inter-University Swimming Competition, Ms. Nisha Madgaonkar has won one Gold, one
Silver and two Bronze medals. She has created new University record in 100 Mtrs backstroke. Overall
performance of all other teams was quite satisfactory.

Post-graduate students of Goa University have participated in most of the Inter-collegiate tournaments
during the year 1997-98.

To mark the 50th Year of India's Independence, the Sports section has organised a triangular Cricket
series on University grounds. Goa Press XI, South Goa Journalists and Goa University were the three
teams in the tournament. Although it was the first triangular Cricket Series in the State, it was organised
very successfully. All Goa open Cricket tournament was also organised at University ground on knockout
basis wherein 16 teams from all over Goa participated.



1.7 Student's Welfare and Cultural Activities: Directorate of Students Welfare & Cultural Affairs
undertakes curricular, co-curricular and extra-curricular activities of the students of Goa University and
thereby creates opportunity to the students to develop their talents in various fields of Art and Culture,
viz, music, dance, dramatics, literature, fine art, debates etc. The directorate also encourages the
students to undertake the social activities, in order to enable them to translate their knowledge into
practical utility. The Directorate organises the programmes with an intention of cultivating a sense of
togetherness among the students. It also acts as a liaison agency for smooth interaction between the
students and University authorities, other Universities Government., semi-Government and voluntary
institutions. Goa University has constitute the following students-bodies, in order to administer the
activities of the students.

1. Goa University Students'Council ,comprising the representatives of the colleges, affiliated
to Goa University.

2. Post-graduate Students' Union comprising the representatives of the faculties of post-
graduate departments of Goa University.

1.9 Academic Staff College: The ASC at Goa University conducts Orientation courses for newly
appointed teachers and Refresher courses in the specific subjects allotted to the ASC by the University
Grants Commission to bring about qualitative improvement in higher education.

Besides, it conducts
Workshops, Seminars for senior College teachers and College Principals.

The renewed interest in this field has arisen because of
abnormal properties exhibited by them.

Department of Computer Science and Technology

P. R. Rao: Many NP-Complete graph problems become tractable when restricted to special subclasses
of graphs. For a particular problem, one is interested in graph classes that are as close as possible to
the border line between P and NP, i.e., there is no larger class for which a polynomial time algorithm
is known. This motivates the search for larger graph classes for which the problem is still tracable.
Algorithms on dominating set parameters have been studies with the purpose of improving them and
also designing for particular classes of graphs. Further, algorithms for some graph properties have
also been studied on special classes of graphs. Some clustering algorithms with different clustering
criteria have been studied in detail. Discovering association rules is one of the classes of problems in
Data Mining.

Yma Pinto: Registered for Ph.D programme and currently studying caching techniques for database
systems.

Jyoti Pawar: Registered for Ph.D programme and currently studying Partition-based clustering
methods, applications of clustering to reduce disk I/O in object bases and study of algorithms for
partitioning data dependence graphs.

Department of Geology

During the academic year 1997-98, the department was active in pursuing various research activities
and had kept the following research areas in focus: (I) Petrology of mafic and ultramafic complexes
along the coastal belts between Goa and Northern Karnataka with a view to understanding the
economic potential of chromite ores in these rocks. (I1) The nature and compositions of the lower
crust and the upper mantle beneath the Deccan traps. (l11) Statistical modeling and evaluation of
mining property from North Goa. (IV) Sedimentology, Microfacies study and palaeoenvironmental
analysis of Mesozoic carbonate sequence of Western India. Paleogeographic reconstruction and
sedimentation history. (V) Geochemistry of Joida ultramafic complex. (VI) Ground water model
studies involving sea water intrusions in the coastal aquifers and impact of mining on ground water
environment.

Department of Mathematics

The Department is actively persuing research in Functional Analysis, in particular, Operator Theory, .
Stochastic Dynamical Systems, Topology of Knots, Theory of Ordinary & Partial Differential
Equations. A. estensive study of Quantum Spin Glasses in the frame work of Quasi-local C* Algebras
has been carried out, with special emphasis on their dynamics and equilibrium states. The emphasis in
Operator Theory has shifts to the Inverse Spectral Problem. Theory of Quasi linear Elliphic
Equations being persued actively and some progress has been made in understanding Ordinary
Differential Equations of Netutral Type. The interest in Knot Theory is due to both the topological
complexity of knots as well as its relation to von Neumann Algebras.

Department of Physics

A detailed investigation of alumina and titania supported tungsten oxide catalysts with metal oxide
loading percentage . varying between 4 to 12% has been carried out using X-ray absorption
spectroscopy (XANES and EXAFS). Both octahedrally and tetrahedrally coordinated W(VI) species
are found to be present in catalytic materials, the percentage of tetrahedral species being small. In the
case of bimetallic catalysts of nickel and tungsten, our results suggest a formation of a stable
interaction complex on the surface of the alumina substrate.

Resistivity, IR and EXAFS studies on YO4Pr06Ba2Cu307-8 have been carried out in order to
understand the mechanism of revival of superconductivity in Y123 - superconducting oxides..

A series of samples of composition MnSe 1-x Tex have been prepared using the vacuum sealing
facility setup in the Department. Detailed analysis of the measurements taken on the manganese
chalcogenides is being carried out.

Phosphate glasses containing lanthanides have been prepared at University of Aveiro, Portugal and
studies by X-ray diffraction and other techniques.

Luminescence and absorption properties of a series of high Tc superconducting oxides have been
examined. Both Eul.5 Bal.5 Cu20x heated at 380 C in vacuum and Yba2Cu307 -8 treated with
water show luminescence properties whereas untreated samples do not show any luminescence.
Numerical Programs to evaluate local and globi minima for Neutron Scattering Analysis were
developed.

Density matrix renormalization group studies have been carried out on disordered one dimentional
Hubbard model.

A research programme on a series of mixed ferrites has been initiated.

The faculty members in the Department have carried out and are continuing their researchers on
